Mountains to Midlands now has a more complete picture of
programming interests and can move forward in designing quality
programming for today’'s girls an
Long-Range Program & Property Planning Committee commissioned

a Program Assessment, which was completed by KALEIDOSCOPE, inc.,

a consulting and planning firm. Input was gathered from surveys,
individual and small-group meetings, and town hall forums with
members and non-members, volunteers, donors, and community
partners and leaders. Results were reported to the delegates at the
November Annual Meeting.

What are the results of our Program Assessment?

1 GSSC-MM has wonderful legacies, passionate & committed lead-
ers, many assets, great opportunities...and challenging decisions.

1 Girls ages 5-17 currently within our jurisdiction are over 202,000
with a projected increase of 2350 girls by 2012.

9 Areas most likely to experience the most future population growth
are along the 1-85 corridor and around the Richland/Lexington
county areas of the Midlands.
